In the course of fulfilling the main tasks, an analytical description of the philosophical and socio-political principles of the “One
Belt, One Road” Initiative was carried out, their comparability with the modern philosophical, political and cultural practices of
the countries of Europe and Ukraine was determined. A methodology for assessing the benefits and risks of implementing the
socio-humanitarian component of the “One Belt, One Road” Initiative in the countries of Europe and Ukraine was developed and
substantiated.
